H I S T O R I C A L  B A C K G R O U N D   

The Arab Academy for Science and Technology and Maritime Transport has been providing 

educational and training services in a wide range of disciplines, sciences, and technologies related 

to the Maritime sector as one of the Arab League affiliations.   

Bachelor degree programs in both, Maritime Transport and Marine Engineering, together with 

courses leading to certificates of competency for deck officers, marine engineers, and radio 

officers, have been mastered by the Academy and constantly delivered serving a multinational 

body of students. 

Through a strategic vision correlating the Academy's mission to the local, regional, and 

international ever-changing demands, the Academy broadened its scope to the provision of 

Bachelor Degree Programs in Engineering and Management. Along the engineering dimension, 

programs are offered in Electronics and Communications; Computer; Mechanical; Marine; 

Industrial and Management; Electrical and Control; Construction and Building; and Architectural 

Engineering and Environmental Design. 

On the management side, Bachelor Degree Programs are offered in Business Administration and 

in Tourism and Hotel Management. Programs leading to Master Degrees in various related 

disciplines are also offered. 

In response to the requirements for diversification, implied by departments in the external 

environment, the Academy established the Sea Training Institute; Productivity and Quality 

Institute, Advanced Management Institute; and Port Training Institute.  These entities have

Undergraduate Programs offered by the College of Engineering and Technology Cairo Branch are 

accredited by the Supreme Council of Egyptian Universities (SCU) according to the decree number 

197 on year 2011. 

The Arab academy for science and technology got the honour to be accredited from accreditation 

board engineering and technology (ABET) on year 2011 up to 2015. 

The Academy has also established and currently hosts a number of professional and scientific 

societies among which are the Arab Institute of Navigation; the Egyptian Marine Engineering 

Institute; United Nations Development Program (UNDP), Japan International Cooperation Agency 

(JICA), and is a host of other organizations; institutions; colleges; and universities, in order to:

investment is continuously advanced through the annual budgetary revenues of the Academy. 

{ǘǊŜǎǎƛƴƎ ǘƘŜ !ŎŀŘŜƳȅΩǎ concern about providing the latest techniques and simulators, the 

college of management and technology was acquired with advanced educational laboratories. In 

addition, the college of maritime transport and technology acquired the integrated simulators 

complex, which is used in training on different forms of ships maneuvering and protecting of 

marine environment from pollution. Also the college of engineering and technology is equipped 

with more than 40 laboratories in different engineering domains. 
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The Academy has followed formal quality assurance procedures to maintain the educational 

quality level received by students and, as a result it has been awarded the ISO 9001:2000 

certificate for its educational processes. 

E V O L U T I O N  O F  T H E  C O L L E G E  O F  E N G I N E E R I N G  A N D  

T E C H N O L O G Y  

The issue of educational development is of growing international interest. It has also become of 

increasing concern to different sectors of the society and is not only limited to the small number 

of specialists and professionals involved. 

New ideas have recently emerged causing current educational systems to being no longer 

adequate to prepare the new generations for their new world. Meeting this kind of educational 

challenge and suggesting solutions for the present educational problems should take priority over 

other problemsτwhether economic, social or political. Hence, improving and developing 

educational systems should be given the full attention of the administration. 

AASTMT administration has realized the importance of educational innovation and development, 

since the early days of its establishment.  Before the inauguration of the College of Engineering 

and Technology, the opportunity of engineering education was offered to students of engineering 

who were accepted for enrolment and registration at the Department of Trade and Commerce, 

College of Maritime Transport and Technology. 

This called for the development of programs and courses in the Department of Trade and 

Commerce, College of Maritime Transport and Technology to catch up with counterpart British 

Colleges. 

The Bachelor of Science programs were soon put into effect after the implementation of the 

Credit Hour System. These programs were prepared in collaboration with the Faculty of 

Engineering, Alexandria University, and the members of Engineering Sector Committee, at the 

Supreme Council of Universities. 

The Supreme Council of Universities issued stating that the Bachelor's degrees granted by 

AASTMT are equivalent to those granted by other Egyptian State Universities in similar 

specialties.  AASTMT started granting the following Bachelor's degrees in Engineering: Bachelor of 

Marine Engineering Technology, Bachelor of Marine Electronic Engineering Technology and the 

Bachelor of Maritime Transport (Commercial). 

AASTMT then established the College of Engineering and Technology, where all the different 

engineering programs and related preparatory interdisciplinary courses were taught, under the 

auspices of one institution with standardized courses and a decentralized and developed 

infrastructure, comprising four different departments specialized in four engineering areas of: 

Marine Engineering, Electronics and Computer Engineering, Electrical and Control Engineering  

and Basic and Applied Science.* 
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AASTMT started to develop its teaching programs according to two basic principles.  First, that the 

student body, staff members and administrators are the main driving force of the educational 

process and its source of creativity and innovation.  Second, that the educational activities should 

challenge students intellectual abilities and stimulate discussion and new ideas, whether these 

educational activities are carried out in university lecture rooms, laboratories or workshops. 

Several new departments were established to offer Bachelor's degrees in the following fields of 

engineering: 

Á Electrical and Control Engineering: Electrical Power 

Á Electrical and Control Engineering: Automatic Control  

Á Construction and Building Engineering 

Á Industrial and Management Engineering 

Á Mechatronics Engineering 

The Architectural Engineering and Environmental Design program was initiated followed by the 

Computer Science program.  

The College acquired accreditation from the International Institute of Marine Engineering in 

London, stating that its Bachelor's degrees in the following areas meet the European standards as 

recognized by the British Engineering Council: Marine Engineering̪ Electronics and 

Communications, Mechanical Engineering, Electrical Engineering and Control 

This gave AASTMT graduates opportunities to work and study in the countries of the European 

Union without having to go through any further examinations or accreditations.  The Bachelor's 

Degree in Mechanical Engineering has similarly been accredited by the British Engineering 

Authority and the Institute of British Engineers in London. 

The College of Engineering obtained the ISO-9000 certification in education attesting the high 

quality control of its teaching programs, courses, academic staff, administration and educational 

resources, which were all up to internationally set criteria. 

T H E  C O L L E G E  O F  E N G I N E E R I N G  A N D  T E C H N O L O G Y - C A I R O  

C A M P U S  

In 1998, AASTMT introduced educational programs leading to Bachelor of Engineering 

degrees in Cairo. The AASTMT established a campus in the eastern part of Cairo, located in 

Heliopolis district. The contemporary and urban campus is self-contained with transportation, 

medical care, dorms, banking and other facilities on site. The College of Engineering at that time

In order to achieve the required quality of engineering education, the curriculum focuses on 

necessary practical work and hands-on laboratory experiments. The College developed and 

established well-equipped specialized laboratories, workshops and computing facilities on 

campus. 

The Committee of the Engineering Sector at the Supreme Council of Universities accredited the

On April 28th 2001, the Supreme Council of Universities issued the decree (30/2004), stating 

that AAST Bachelors Degree and Master Degrees are equivalent to those offered by State 

Egyptian Universities .The Supreme Council of Universities last renewed the equivalence of 

the Bachelors Degree for Mechatronics, Civil and Architectural Engineering Departments in 

2010 and the Bachelors Degree for Electronics and Communications, Electrical and Control 

as well as Computer Engineering Departments in 2007.  

In June 2005 the Royal Institute of British architects (RIBA) at U.K. validated the program of 

Architectural Engineering and Environmental Design. In June 2005 the Degree Accreditation 

Board for Chartered Engineers (DABCE) at U.K. accredited all the other engineering programs 

in both Alexandria and Cairo. The IET committee has revisited the College of Engineering in 

2010 for the revalidation and accreditation of its programs. 

As far as postgraduate studies are concerned, the Cairo campus has introduced educational

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The Supreme Council of Universities, most recent decree  issued concerning graduate studies  

was that numbered (77) and dated 15.4.2010. It states that the Master's degrees offered by 

AASTMT in (1) Electronics and Communications Engineering, (2) Computer Engineering, 

(3) Construction and Building Engineering, (4) Architectural Engineering and Environmental 

Design, (5) Electrical and Control Engineering, are all equivalent to those offered by State Egyptian 

Universities. 

The College of Engineering in Cairo, in just a decade since its inception, earned an 

outstanding reputation as one of the best Engineering programs in the region. Working 

within the basic principles of AASTMT, the College emphasizes rigorous academics while 

providing genuine interest to each individual student leading to exceptional graduates.

Each individual student is responsible for his/her behaviour and is expected to maintain standards 

of academic honesty and personal integrity.

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A T T E N D A N C E ,  A B S E N C E  A N D  W I T H D R A W A L S  

Regular attendance in all classes is required. Students are expected to arrive on time and remain 

in class for the entire period scheduled. The responsibility for work missed due to any type of 

absence rests with the student. Attendance is mandatory 

Students are expected to attend every class session. Each instructor will maintain current records

To be qualified for Bachelor of Science the candidate must: 

Á Complete 180 credit hours of approved work  

Á Earn a cumulative grade point average of at least 2.00 

Á Complete practical training.  

A S S E S S M E N T  A N D  G R A D I N G  S Y S T E M  

The College of Engineering and Technology adopts a continuous assessment system. Marks are 

distributed along the semester as follows:  

Á 30% of the grade is declared after the 7th week of class.  

Á Another 20% after the 12th week of class and 10% is awarded based on the student 

attendance, participation and assignments submission.  

Á The final exam is worth 40% of the grade.  

Students can check their grades through the website using their assigned registration number and 

pin code. The letters A, B, C, D, F, I, and W are used as follows: 

Á A, B, and C, are passing grades.  

Á D is conditional passing grade, which is not counted as passing grades unless the student 

achieves the proper accumulative Grade Point Average for these registered credit hours. 

If he fails to do so, he shall have to repeat the courses with grade D to raise his GPA. This is 

to be arranged with his Academic Advisor. 

Á If a student fails to attend the final exam without excuse, his final Exam's mark shall be 

zero.
